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Our 0S-250R gear fluid is a specially formulatedthgtic gear oil that contains the proper amourgeatr oil
and limited slip additive for LSD protection andiable locking performance for our RWD applications
(currently, OS-250R is not recommended in transaglgications). With that being said, we have haztess
using a select few non-0OS fluids in regards toquidn.
